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At the writing of this letter I’m wondering what the world will look like after this festive season finishes. The year 

2021 has the potential of being a very different year for many reasons. Before I go into detail of trying to  

describe the future I would like to acknowledge and thank everyone for your patience, perseverance and lastly 

the resilience shown to changes that have occurred throughout the year 2020. I’m sure we are all glad we live 

in the best community, in the best state and in the best / safest country in the world. 
 

2021 will have three (3) major projects happening to see us become renown for our responsiveness to the 

needs of residents and staff to into the future. I do hope you will all join in and assist making the results  

positive: 
 

1. The outcomes of the Royal Commission in to Aged Care of 2020 – until the final report is released and  

accepted by the federal government we will not know what the changes will be but there will be more change 

to ensure residents are protected and well looked after. Please keep an eye out for any information being 

passed on through letters or emails. Take care not to take any media as the “truth” – the media are very good 

at embellishing things to only sell their papers. 
 

2. During 2021 Tanunda Lutheran Home will undergo a major accreditation survey. This survey that occurs 

every three (3) years will cover all eight (8) standards. Our self – assessment will need to be completed and 

provided to the department and then a survey will occur any time after April 2021. We will not be given any  

prior notice of when the regulators will visit so we need to ensure everyone is doing the right things all the time. 

Staff will be prepared via training that will occur in the first part of the year. We ask residents and families to 

support us through this process. 
 

3. Tanunda Lutheran Home is about to enter the technology space. Through a federal grant we have been  

allocated funds to install a number of “robots” to assist staff do the transporting of all types of trollies. At the  

moment staff are walking on an average a total of 90,000 kilometres a year pushing and delivering various  

trollies. By using the “robots” staff will be able to be used to increase resident care or increase services to 

them. The “robot “ project will take most of the year to install but it will be an exciting time when they are finally  

transitioning through the Home. The “robots” do not run into people and stay away from walls and doors – they 

can even go up lifts, hills and say a few nice words. Tanunda Lutheran Home will be the first aged care facility 

in the state to use this type of technology. It is going to be a pleasure to be a showcase Home for others to 

come and see how we are meeting the challenges in aged care. The “robots’ are not being deployed to replace 

staff – they will reduce WorkCover issues, enhance resident care and improve services. 
 

In closing, on behalf of the Board, Executive and staff we do thank everyone for making the 2020 successful in 

many ways. We have survived the year of COVID-19 by working together and supporting each other. As an  

organisation we have met or superseded all targets set by the aged care industry. We are in a good position to 

face 2021.

 Masks are no longer required but can be worn as an individual preference. 
 Personal Carers must continue to provide full disclosure regarding additional  

employment and may not work at TLH if they have worked at another aged care facility 
within 14 days. 

 The influenza 2020 vaccination and COVID-19 screening process for all people  
entering TLH continues, with additional requirements such as any prohibited and high 
community transmission zones
